FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL

All Grade 9-12 students will attend school on September 8, 2009 from 9:45 a.m. – 11:50 a.m.  All students should arrive at approximately 9:35 a.m. and report immediately to their Period 1, Semester 1 class.
All Grade 8 students will attend school on September 8, 2009 from 1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m.  All students should arrive at the school at approximately 12:50 p.m. and report immediately to the Gymnasium for further instructions.

LOCKS AND LOCKERS

Most students are assigned a locker on the first day of school and will be expected to sign a “Locker Use Agreement,” which sets out the conditions for use of the locker.  Locks are sold at the office for $5.00 each.  We recommend that students buy our locks, as they are very durable and if you forget your combination we can look it up for you.

STUDENT SCHEDULES

Each student should find his/her schedule enclosed with this newsletter.  He/she should have 8 courses.  If a course is missing, come in to see your counsellor during the day from 8:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. on September 1st to 3rd.  Many classes are full and there is little room for movement. Please check over all demographic information. If there are any errors/changes, please return the top of the schedule with the changes noted thereon, to the school office. Counsellors will be available for new registrants from August 31st - September 4th.
TEXTBOOK AND LIBRARY BOOK DEPOSIT

Each student who is new to the school must pay a $50.00 security deposit for textbooks and library books.  No textbook or library book can be issued until the deposit is paid.  Therefore, it is very important this deposit is paid before the first day of school.  The most convenient method is to bring a cheque made out to “Prince Rupert Secondary School” to the school office the week before school starts – WE DO NOT ACCEPT POST-DATED CHEQUES.  (The school is open between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Monday, August 31st to Thursday, September 3rd    and between 8:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. on September 5th.)

Any textbooks or library books lost during the school year must be paid for immediately to keep the $50.00 deposit intact.  This deposit is returned to students once they graduate or transfer to another school.  If you have any concerns or questions about the payment of the textbook/library book deposit, please contact me or Mr. Kevin Leach, Vice-Principal.
